Barcelona Architecture Center (BAC) este o organizatie condusa de
cdtre profesorul Miguel Roldan si a cdrei principala activitate constd
n organizarea de colaborari academice si de cercetare internatio-
nale. Anul trecut la BAC (Barcelona Architecture Center) a avut loc
prima serie a unui atelier cu studenti japonezi.

La atelierul din martie 2013, s-a pastrat configuratia echipei de
coordonare, Miguel Roldan, Kobanawa Yoshihide, Jean Craiu si Justin
Baroncea, la care s-a adaugat Ivan Llac.

Tema a fost ,Piata agroalimentara in Barceloneta” si s-au ales
doua situri din imediata vecinatate a Mediteranei.

Primul sit se integreaza in tesutul urban regulat al cartierului
Barceloneta si avea latura lunga deschisa spre faleza. Cel de-al doilea
este situat in vecinatatea portului turistic langa Muzeul de Istorie.
Tindnd cont de particularitatile celor doua locuri, am selectat cate un
proiect pentru fiecare sit.

Primul proiect - ,Piata liniara” - porneste de la observatia

ca nu exista un traseu comercial care sa ,curga” incontinuu intre

cartierul Born (zona comerciald, turistica si de servicii puternic
dezvoltata) si Barceloneta (o zond atractiva din punct de vedere
turistic, trama stradalad a cartierului deschizandu-se pe doua laturi
spre Mediterana).
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Barcelona Architecture Center (BAC) is

an organization led by Professor Miguel
Roldan. Its main activity consists in organ-
izing academic and international research
collaborations. Last year the BAC it was
held the first series of a workshop with
Japanese students.

This year, at the March 2013 workshop,
the coordinating team structure - including
Miguel Roldan, Kobanawa Yoshihide, Jean
Craiu, Justin Baroncea - was preserved; lvan
Llac who also joined them.

The theme dealt with the “Barceloneta
Food Market” and two sites close vicinity to
the Mediterranean Sea were chosen.

The first site is integrated into the
regular urban fabric of Barceloneta neigh-
borhood and its long side opens to the sea
front. The second one is located close to
the tourist port near the History Museum.
Taking into account the peculiarities of the
two places, we selected here a project for
each one.

“The Linear Square” project starts from
the remark that there is no trade route to
“flow” continuously between Born neigh-
borhood (the highly developed commercial,
tourist and service area) and Barceloneta
(an attractive area for tourists, the neigh-
borhood street network opening on two
sides towards the Mediterranean Sea).

Kantaro Hori's design uses the market
as a means of connection between the two
areas. He activates a space which currently
represents a fracture in the urban tissue,

a boundary between two neighborhoods
featuring well-defined identities.




Proiectul lui Kantaro Hori foloseste piata drept instrument de cone-
xiune intre cele doud zone, activand un spatiu care, iTn momentul
de fatd, constituie o fractura in tesutul urban, o granitd intre doud
cartiere cu identitati bine definite.

Tn loc s& concentreze comertul pe un singur sit, pe care sa-1
,inchidd” cu o arhitecturd spectaculoasa (cazurile pietelor Santa
Catarina - Enric Miralles sau Barceloneta - Josep Mias), Kantaro
decide s3 paraziteze parterele cladirilor adiacente, micile fronturi ale
piatetelor fnvecinate, sd raspandeascd tarabele in spatiile reziduale -
clima Barcelonei o permite - si sd creeze un traseu pietonal si comer-
cial pe zona de granitd dintre cartierele mai sus mentionate. Piata nu
mai este un loc care aduna, ci un traseu care coase.

Proiectul echipei Mayuko Horiuchi si Keita Kajihara, situat in
zona falezei Barceloneta, stabileste o legaturd subtild intre o piata
deschisi, partial acoperitd si nisipul plajei, folosindu-se de o dife-
rentd de nivel de aproape 3 metri intre pietonalul actual, amplasa-
mentul pietei si plaji. Pe sub rampa pietonald, piata agroalimentara
se deschide catre mare prin intermediul unei zone comerciale si de
servicii specifice zonelor turismului litoral intensiv.

0 serie de curti de lumind, gradini si luminatoare, care se ,exfo-
liazd" din planul inclinat al rampei si din , acoperisul” pietei, stabilesc
accesele, centrele de interes si conexiunile intre spatiile care pana
acum erau separate de rampa pietonald existenta, determinata la
randul ei de diferente locale de nivel intre Barceloneta si Mediterana.
Intentia proiectului era aceea de media spatial si functional o relatie
complex ntre locuitorii zonei, turistii atrasi de plaja Barceloneta si
cei care lucreazi la birourile din zoni si la Hospital del Mar. €

Instead of focusing the trade on one site
and “enclosing” it in a spectacular archi-
tecture (the cases of markets such as Santa
Catarina by Enric Miralles or Barceloneta by
Josep Mias) Kantaro decides to parasitize
the ground floors of adjacent buildings,

the small fronts of nearby squares, to
spread stalls around residual spaces - since
Barcelona climate allows it, and create a
pedestrian and commercial route on the
border between the above mentioned neigh-
borhoods. The market is no more a gath-
ering place but a route that stitches parts of

the city.
The team Mayuko Horiuchi - Keita
Mayuko_ Kajihara, located on Barceloneta sea front,
Horiuchi - sets a subtle connection between an open

Keital Kajihara and partially covered market, and the beach

sand by using an elevation difference of
about 3 meters between the current pedes-
trian area, the market location and the
beach. Under the pedestrian ramp, the fresh
food marketplace opens towards the sea
through a shopping and service area specific
to intensive coastal tourism sites.

A series of atriums, gardens and
skylights that “flake” from the ramp slope
and the market “roof” set access, interest
centers and connections between spaces
that so far have been separated by the
existing pedestrian ramp, defined in its
turn by local differences in height between
Barceloneta and the Mediterranean Sea.
The project spatially and functionally medi-
ates a complex relationship between local
residents, tourists attracted by Barceloneta
beaches and people working at the nearby
offices and the Hospital del Mar. €
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
